APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
The applicant must be a graduate of a Clay County high school or a private school located in Clay County or have resided in Clay County while attending a school outside of Clay County.
The applicant or their sponsor must be currently in good standing (meaning annual dues paid) with the University of Florida Alumni Association. Per UFAA rules, alumni association members are automatically members of their local Gator clubs. 
The applicant must be a University of Florida student, a student transferring from another college to UF, or a high school student graduating at the end of the current school year and have been accepted into the University of Florida.
Current UF students must have 24 combined credit hours in the last calendar year (for example, 10 credit hours in the fall semester and 14 credit hours in the spring semester).
The applicant must have a UF student ID number and be enrolled for the fall semester. Student athletes on athletic scholarship are not eligible, per the UFAA.
